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rules
As part of Awareness Week, all students will be asked to participate in a game of Scrabble during their normal One Day School in the week of 16th-20th June. 

The aim is two-fold: 

1) to have some fun during a school day which will be focused on words, lexicons and the like, and 

2) to raise funds by asking friends and relatives to sponsor the number of points scored.

There will be prizes for best scores through out the week, so to keep it fair here are the rules for the games:

1) Games are to be using either a standard Scrabble set, or a Junior Scrabble set. The latter should be restricted to junior ODS students.

2) Each game is to be between 4 children, to make sure the number of points available is similar to each student. If there is not a multiple of 4 children in a class, then selected students who have NOT won a previous game can play a second game to make up the numbers.  For students who play two games for this reason, the higher of their scores may be recorded.
3) We will play by regular Scrabble rules, not the Variations, eg. No recycling blanks.

4) Players will use the 2 minute rule (pg 24 of rule book).

5) If a Scrabble dictionary is not available, a standard dictionary should be used. Slang, abbreviations, proper nouns etc are not allowed.  2 letter words listed on page16-17 of rule book will be accepted.

6) When a blank is used, please write the letter on the score sheet.

7) Game ends when one player has used all tiles and there are none left to replenish.

8) Once the first person goes out, the game stops there.

9) There are no penalties, appeals tribunals etc.

10) The class teacher is the sole arbiter in the case of any disputes, and is also responsible for reporting the scores to head office.

Scores will be posted on the Gifted Education Centre’s website as soon as possible. Winners of spot prizes and performance prizes will be determined by head office, and there will be no appeals, recounts or recourse.

Above all, have fun, score lots of points, and raise a lot of money!!
